Tennsco's cabinets are constructed from top quality 22
to 24 gauge steel with a 16 gauge frame, and offers
weight capacities of up to 200 Ibs. per shelf (evenly
distributed).

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INSTALLATION OF 1870 AND 2470 CABINETS

Tools needed: An /3" nut driver (provided free with unit); a hammer; and a flathead screwdriver.
Two people recommended for installation. Approximate assembly time: 15 to 25 minutes.

This is to help you to identify the various parts as
they are mentioned.
